Please be sure to practice fluency when reading each night. We need to be able to read no less than 16-21 words a minute to pass the dibbles test. !6 words a minute was the old score, 21 is the new goal to keep up with the common core state standards. Re-reading the same story a few times each night will increase fluency and confidence with reading.Some helpful hints to use :allow your child to use strategies to decode words before you give them words they may struggle on. This may take a few min. but patience is the key. Giving clues such as; that was a sight word, or what does the bossy e do? Or remember to skip the word and then go back and re-read for meaning.
